Montessori Philosophy and 
Overview    

The Montessori classrooms provide a prepared envi-

ronment where children can be driven naturally to 

work and learn. The children's’ love of learning is en-

couraged by giving them the opportunity to be spon-

taneous, and engage in meaningful activities under 

the guidance of a trained teacher. Through their 

work, children develop concentration, order, control, 

and independence. In this model, they progress at 

their pace and rhythm according to their individual 

capabilities.   

The Whole Child” approach - The primary goal of a 

Montessori program is to help each child reach full 

potential in all areas of life. Activities promote the de-

velopment of social skills, emotional growth, and 

physical coordination as well as academic prepara-

tion.   

The Prepared Environment - In order for self-directed 

learning to take place, the whole learning environ-

ment-room, materials and social climate-must be 

supportive of the learner. The teacher provides nec-

essary resources, including opportunities for children 

to function in a safe and positive climate. The goal is 

to build students’ self-confidence which enables 

them to try new things.
